At Hunsley Primary we hawe really thought about the skills our children arrive with in the early years and as such have developed our own art curriculum which gims to take these starting points and support children in balancing
imagination and creativity with control and precision. Our curriculum allows children ta learm about 2 range of artistic influences across periods in time and wse thess to develop their own style of art and become an artist
themselves. Part of this is about appreciating and replicating the work of famous artists and art movements, but much maore importantly is sbout equipping them with the skills to be able to mzke their own informead choices about
mediz, materials, style and representation. Children at Hunsley Primary will b= taught how to observe, draw, explore, paint, soulpt, collage and print through many different art projects. They will gain skills which allow them to
consider scale, proportion, light and dark, perspective, tones and tints depth and shadow. Qur children will develop their sculpting skills; building realism and using & range of materials. as they develop their work through a
sketchbook method, we build in opportunities to use the [enguage of art when reflecting and critiquing each other's work. 1t is also important to us that the children get the opportunity to exhibit their work and take pride in their

creations.

®  Our children will use a range of different art media including charcoal, pastel, printing ink, watercolour paint, ol
paint, colouwred pendl and a range of different thicknesses of pencl.

Our children will hawve learnt a range of art skills which they can apply to different art projects, induding painting,
printing, pattern, observational drawing, still life, sculpture and collage.
Our children will be able to name and describe the work of a range of European and key global artists. They will
hawe the opportunity to apply the technigues of these artists in their own artwork.

Owr children will have experienced a range of different drawing styles and techniques: contour hatching,
blending, stippling, cross-hatching, squiggling, rendering.
